Part A

Part A is to be submitted to Forth Green Freeport (FGF) as a means for initiated discussions on the suitability of FGF for the planned investment.

Following the receipt of Part A, FGF will review the form and sense-check for alignment with strategic objectives, timescales, land requirements and company ownership.

Where there is a good fit, FGF will provide helpful material to inform of the extensive benefits and the governance processes to secure these for the investor. It will also commit resources to engaging with and supporting the potential investor through the process.

Part B

As part of this process the potential investor will be required to complete Part B of this form. This will provide much of the information necessary for FGF to issue an Eligibility in Principle Letter. While this letter is not a guarantee, it can be used as evidence in dealing with central and local government, financial backers of the development, and other stakeholders.

Part B also provides the basis under which FGF will enter discussions over the drafting and signing of an End User Agreement between the two parties.

When completing Part B you are kindly asked to highlight any updates made to Part A in the process.

Part C

The current landholder for a plot under consideration will complete an assessment of the potential investor’s fit for FGF. The fields are included for transparency only; potential investors need not take any action regarding Part C.

In the unlikely event that multiple sites within the Green Freeport tax sites are under consideration, a lead landholder will be nominated by FGF.
